


9) We oppose attempts to impose solutions on Israel or to
place Israel in a disadvantageous negotiating position.
Direct, party-to-party, bilateral negotiations must be
conducted between Israel and her neighbors if there are to
be serious prospects for peace.

10) We believe that the PLO's embrace of Saddam Hussein and
its undermining of the coalition's interests have
discredited the PLO with respect to a role in negotiations
of the Israeli/Palestinian conflict.

11) We endorse the statements of Israeli government
officials that Israel is prepared, in the post Gulf War
period, to move ahead with initiatives aimed at resolving
the Israeli/Arab conflict.

12) We believe that in the aftermath of the war, the U.S.
should: .

- persuade Arab states that they must join Egypt in
ending their state of war with Israel as an essential
step toward resolving the Israeli/Palestinian conflict;

encourage democratization and economic progress in the
Arab world;

- reduce the regional arms race, while ensuring Israel's
self-defense capability;

- renew a serious program of energy conservation and
development of alternative sources of energy consistent
with the most stringent environmental safeguards, to reduce
dependence on foreign oil.
